AUGUST - SEPTEMBER

O If you haven't already, have the money talk with your kid - what are
you able to pay and borrow, and what are you actually willing to pay and
borrow? If there's a gap between the two, talk about it.

[0 Run the “net price calculator” for the schools you're interested in to
see what sort of prices they estimate for you. (Googling it is the easiest
way to find it.) Take a screen shot of the results so you have them - you
might need this later if your kid gets in but they quote you a much higher
price than what the calculator estimated.

[0 Talk about need-based financial aid vs. merit scholarships. Understand
the difference - and whether you qualify for both or just merit
scholarships (merit scholarships are not need-based for the most part).

[0 Build a list of potential colleges (include reach, match and safety
schools).

L1 Include schools where your student is above average,
since the merit aid odds are better there. A school's
common data set has data that can help with this.

[1 Scour the schools’ websites for any specific information
or clues about how their merit aid process work.

[1 Use tools like the College Scorecard and
https://meritaidcourse.com to set up cost comparisons.

[1 Learn how big data and application timing influences results.

[0 Build a résumé of extracurriculars, awards and achievements. Merit
scholarships aren’t only about grades.

[0 Know merit scholarship application deadlines, for schools that have
them - they can be very early.

[0 Register for the SAT/ACT as needed, keeping in mind that many
schools use those scores to calculate your merit aid.

[0 Make some college visits if you have the time and money - and ask
about merit aid and overall pricing.

[0 Follow up on any missing documents that
schools have asked for.
0 Apply to regular admission schools.
